The author resorts to
colourful general phrases / exaggerations / words with negative/positive connotation /
descriptive adjectives / comparisons / metaphors / epithets ... (to create a vivid
picture, a humorous effect / to enforce the influence on the reader...). We see the
author's mastery in conveying the main idea to the reader with the help of... .
